Sports Pony Day

The Scottish Sports Horse Association are holding their second Sports Pony Day at Balcormo on 1st October.  There are classes for Ridden Sport Ponies, here ponies do a 1 minute ridden show followed by a round of jumps and then come back into the ring without saddles for a conformation assessment.  All sections are marked.  There is a small height section for up to 13hh with fences to a max of 60cms.  The large height class – 13hh – 15hh will have fences not to exceed 85cms. Sport Ponies in Hand – 1,2, or 3yrs old, not to exceed 15hh – 4 yrs and over not exceeding 15hh. There are dressage tests, Prelim 4 and Novice 24 and show jumping classes for 12hh and under, 12 – 13hh, 13hh – 14hh and 14hh – 15hh.
